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MATERIAL DESCRIPTION

Organic frise is a strict standard for pesticides and fertilizers used for cultivation in
agricultural land approved by a certification body after two to three years or more of practice
of producing organic agricultural products in accordance with the standards for production
methods of organic agricultural products.

Indian cotton grown in accordance with the above is produced by a compact spinning frame,
and it is a frise yarn that combines stretch nylon with cotton that is characterized by less
fluff.

It enables the expression of knitted fabric with a different expression from straight yarn.
